Entry check: Participants and weight classes must be confirmed at least the day before the competition. 
There will be no corrections to weight categories on the day of the competition. 
Rules for access to the competition area and coaching rules: 

Coaches, physiotherapists and VIP´s must wear their accreditation cards visibly. If no Judo trainer coming with the 
team, the team will receive accreditation card for 1 person (for example: registered father or mother of a sportsman).  
Only the coach sitting on the coaches chair is allowed to coach. Everyone else is of course allowed to cheer. 
Athletes are authorized to be in the competition area by wearing their judo cloths. 
VIP accreditation cards are available by invitation from the organiser or can be purchased. 
Physiotherapists will only receive a physio accreditation card upon presentation of proof (however, they must be 
available to everyone free of charge if necessary). If accreditation is passed on to another person or in the event of poor 
behaviour, it will be withdrawn for the remainder of the event. All other persons only have access to the tribune and the 
buffet area!!!

Qualification 
Foreign participants have to show their passports or identity cards at weigh-in. 
The respective athletic leader is responsible for the competitors’ health and fitness. 

Competition rules IJF/ÖJV, arm lock- and strangling techniques allowed in all categories, at U14-category: IPPON when visible effective. 

Prizes 

1st, 2nd and 3rd place winners will receive medals. The five top-scoring clubs based on scoring will receive a cup. 

Prize money awarded for the best 3 clubs based on scoring. 

In case of several clubs’ equal score the prize money is awarded based on the overall ranking (statistics of medals). 

1st place: €750, 2nd place: €450, 3rd place: €300 

No cup or prize money for regional or national teams!!! 

Scoring system 

Each club gets 1 point per entry  

(up to a maximum of 30 points) and for each: 

1st place  +7 points  /  2nd place  +5 points  /  3rd place  +4 points  / 
4th and 5th place  +2 points  /  7th place  +1 point 

If there is only one competitor in a weight-category 
he/she will be awarded the points and medal of that 
category, unless he/she competes in the next higher 
weight-category.
